While sprawl continued in the
more western portion of the
Albany Pine Bush, the eastern
portion of the Albany Pine Bush
saw depopulation due to several
large eminent domain and other
purchases by the City of Albany
(Trail Park), Fuller Road
Corporation (Mckownville
Houses/SUNY) and the Pyramid
Corporation (Western
Avenue/Gabriel Terrace).

Overall, these projects
condemned the homes over
4,438 former residents of APB
Study area.
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
