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r Buck Mountain offers a variety of
views of Lake George along with
scenic views to the south-east
including Crosset Pond. The top of
the mountain is mostly treeless,
including the southern approach.

You'll only be going up 1,985 feet in
this 4 hour climb from Pilot to the
top of Buck Mountain at 2,448 feet.
The summit is very rocky with great
views all around. Over the lake on a
clear day you will see the High
Peaks towering to the north.

There are two ways up Black
Mountain-- from Pilot Knob
Parking Lot off of Pilot Knob in Lake
George and the somewhat longer
trail from Shelving Rock Road.
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
