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~ Black Bear Mountain is a popular hiking trail with views of the Fulton Chain of

Lakes and Pigeon Lake Wilderness. It's one mile south-west of Inlet and a 1/2
mile north of Eagle Bay. The main parking area is shared with Rocky Mountain.
From the parking area, hike 1 miles east following an eroded and often muddy
dirt road. From there, take a left, head one mile until a brief steep hike to the
top. Great views in 360 degrees when you walk around the top of Black Bear.

Overall, the loop is roughly 5 miles.
